What is Providence?

Providence (def): divine guidance or care; the power 
sustaining and guiding human destiny

Q11: What are God’s works of Providence?
A: God’s works of providence are, his most holy, 
wise, and powerful preserving and governing all his 
creatures, and all their actions.



Providence in Proverbs
• “A man’s heart plans his way, but the Lord directs his 

steps.” (16:9)  We may roll the dice but the Lord 
determines how they fall. (16:33) 

•Many are the plans in a person’s heart, but it is the 
Lord’s purpose that prevails. (19:21) 

• There is no wisdom, no insight, no plan that can succeed 
against the Lord. The horse is made ready for the day of 
battle, but victory rests with the Lord. (21:30-31)
